Personal Essay:
In the first paragraph, give your name and your philosophy on life. Think about what you believe to be your philosophy or general beliefs on life. How do you want to live your life, and how did you learn this? 

In the second paragraph explain your talents and hobbies and something that has made you proud.  Think about where you learned these talents/hobbies and explain. Also, have you learned anything special from these talents and hobbies?

In the final paragraph describe the most important people in your life. Maybe you can share a special story about someone or something you hold close to your heart. You should also explain any favorite pets, teams, clubs, etc.  
· Be sure to double-space the entire essay.
· Make sure you have a topic sentence for each of your three paragraphs (come up with a sentence that introduces your paragraph’s topic).
· Try to make your essay come alive with stories and examples.
· Use transitions between thoughts to make the essay flow.
· Indent paragraphs and punctuate sentences.
· Be sure to spell using correct standard English (do not use slang or “texting” language)
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
