Directions: You will spend time reflecting upon and correcting your research paper. The reflection component is a required assignment that will be a separate grade in PowerSchool. The corrections are optional, but can result in up to 10 points being re-assigned to your essay. Follow all directions below. 

Reflection Assignment (Required)
You will write a two-paragraph reflection on your research paper. In the reflection, you will include how well you executed your essay.  Were you satisfied with it? Did your statement contain a thesis (argument) or an observation? If you had a claim, did you stay focused on the topic throughout the organization of your paper? Did you use specific evidence from numerous texts and analyze this evidence? Do you use correct syntax throughout?
Also, what were your strengths? What do you think you did well? What are some areas that need improvement? What difficulties did you have? Did you overcome them? If so, how?

Corrections (Optional)
You may make corrections using the specific comments I attributed to your essay. Make the changes on your computer and highlight any changes you made, either with the highlighter function on Word, or with a highlighter by hand. Then, briefly annotate to the side, explaining the correction you made.  Print and submit the document physically.
